Dos and Don’ts 

Dos: 

Do read the guidelines as well as Section 6 of the PDF file on the website 

for a checklist of items to carry with you on the pilgrimage 

Do follow the rules/guidelines regarding dress code & code of conduct 

Do attend EVERY darshan 

Do be on time for meetings, practices and darshan 

Do attend all music practice sessions   

Do avoid (or at least minimize) leaving the ashram 

Do NOT: 

Do not leave the darshan hall while Swami is present. 

Do not stand up or call out to Swami while He is present.  

Do not dress inappropriately 
Do not engage in public displays of affection 
Do not socialize with members of the opposite sex or visit their rooms 
Do not “hang around” the ashram, socializing or “people watching” 
Do not “hang around” OUTSIDE the ashram, socializing, or “people
